This trail loop is 2.7 kilometres long, starting from the parking lot. The 
oasis is found within a gently rolling landscape of aspen forest and 
willows edge wetlands surrounded by agricultural land and residential 
development. The trailhead is accessible from a parking lot on Range 
Road 231. 

Riverside Nature Trail 
This 5.5 km riverside nature trail runs along the North Saskatchewan 
River and was constructed in partnership with the River Valley Alliance. 
One trailhead is at Township Road 540 and Range Road 232. The other 
trailhead is west on Township Road 540, about 1-kilometre. 

Beaver Hills Biodiversity Trail 
Strathcona County is lucky to be included in the area that makes up 
the Beaver Hills Biosphere. This unique conservation area is home to 
wetlands, lakes and forests and plenty of wildlife. The trail is an easy loop 
just under two kilometres in length. 
Strathcona County is a great option when you’re looking to get active and 
enjoy breaking a sweat.
